· The police, fire department and paramedics request that contrasting house numbers be affixed to each house, either near the door or over the garage. The contrasting color makes it easy for the police, firemen or paramedics to locate your home quickly in an emergency. 

· Please remember to put porch lights on if you are handing out goodies on Halloween.

· As the days get shorter, burglaries become more common. Please keep outside lights on to deter burglars.

· Please remember that garbage cans should be put out after 7pm the night before trash pick up, and taken in by 7pm the day of trash pick up. If you are going out of town and need to put your garbage out before 7pm, please notify the police.

· If you are going out of town, fill out a “watch card” at the police station. Please make sure your key holder is going to be in town the week that you are out of town! Also, remember to call the police station upon your return.

· Please remember that construction work cannot start before 7am Monday-Friday, 8am on Saturday, and work cannot be done on Sunday. Also, dumpsters should be graffiti free.  If not, please request a new one.
