Brett Karson presented the monthly project updates for December 2008. Also, the following items for the Board’s consideration and preliminary discussion. 1) Zoning Code Setback Requirements: The ZBA is meeting the week of 1/12/09 to discuss the rear yard setback for the 54 Briar Road property. 2)The applicant for 4 Clyde Street has withdrawn their previous submitted drawing and has redrawn their submission to conform to the requested, required setback scenario’s last reviewed with the Board. 3)The Lower level/basement of the Glen View Club exit way stair is currently in violation of the Permit issued plans and Certificate of Occupancy. Additionally, the space listed as “No Access” on the Permit/C.O. plans is being utilized as a mini-golf course.

Treasurer Cindy Hackl - 

Cash Reserve Report-

* At 12/31/08, unrestricted cash in the General Fund is $149k, or 24% of the General Fund’s annual operating expenses. January bills for the General Fund are about $18k.

Billed receivables.

* One resident is over 210 days past due for $116. The resident is protesting the high dollar amount of this bill relative to other quarters. Mike Davis is working with the resident to resolve this issue.

* 4 residents have water bills 1-30 days past due (total = $435).

* 4Q08 water bills went out last week. Current outstanding billings total $16,676.

Other comments-

Cindy and Bob have discussed the possible reallocation of budget items for street paving, sidewalk repairs, sewer repairs, and sewer maintenance. It was agreed upon that this reallocation could take place.

The Profit and Loss Budget Performance for December 2008 was presented by Cindy Hackl and can be found online at the Village of Golf website and or on file in Village Hall. 

Trustee Mike Davis- No Report from Mike. Jerry Daus brought up Epay for discussion. He will bring more information regarding this issue to the Feb. meeting. Shut off letters have been sent to 7 or 8 villagers. Feb. meeting will see an amended ordinance on the water fee structure. John Tillman will speak to a Village of Golf resident regarding water bill.

Trustee Pam20Maga- Absent

Trustee Scott Gross- Emergency Services Committee has begun discussion regarding the 911 reverse system and the setting up of a community wide equipment sharing program needed in difficult times.

Trustee Lis Williams- Lis and Brett will begin working on zoning issue.

Trustee Bob Walker- Kaplan Paving did $950 work of pothole patching. Spring time paving

will include Briar and Overlook. Bob asked for a possible reallocation of budget line items for street paving, sidewalk repairs, sewer repairs, and sewer maintenance.
