Resident Ted Kapica asked the board for an update on the Metra parking lot. 

Resident Mike Mortenson gave the board a report on the noise form the train.  Mike reported the following.  

· Mike discussed, with various villagers, the possibility of a sound wall where a chain link fence divides the train tracks and the park.  All villagers spoken to supported the idea.

· Mike was given an estimated quote of 4k, to do a noise study of the train, from a couple of acoustical engineers firms. 
· Mike asked residents who had put up a sound wall on their property several years ago what the cost was.  The residents recalled spending $200.00 a foot for a 12ft high fence. 
· Mike spoke with Pat Glenn.  Pat report to Mike that the distance between the Metra parking lot and Golf Road is 852ft. 
· Pam Maga told Mike that she has spoken to Rick Mac about the sound wall.  Rick informed Pam that nowhere on the Metra line is a sound wall. 
Mike and the board discussed the frequency, noise and the vibrations of freight trains going through the village.  They also, discussed the Avon building and the how it may impact the tracks.
